3.1 Finance & Assets Sub Committee Comments. 
Copies of the Sub Committee’s recommendations, together with a cumulative balance check sheet and prediction of the situation expected at the end of the financial year taking account of present anticipated income/expenditure were distributed.   These were referred to whilst items 3.2 & 3.3 were discussed.
3.2  Precept Rhayader Town 2009 / 2010.
It was resolved to accept the recommendation of the sub Committee that the requested Precept should remain at the same level as the current year i.e. £14730 and any requirements which could not be met from s137 to be met from reserves.
As the Clerk’s salary had been static for four years, the Sub Committee recommended that it be reviewed and he was asked to leave the room.   It was resolved that it be £3,600.

The Mayor’s allowance was raised by £25 and adjustments made to take account of amounts experienced this year for insurance & auditors.

Item 2.2 above was discussed.   Cllr. Narborough declared an interest & left the room.    It was resolved to increase the amount allocated to Hafan Day Centre to £1,000.   The resultant figures were:

Jones declared an interest & left the room.  It was resolved to make a grant of £1,000 payable on sight of receipts when work is completed.

The Groe Trust -  Towards Health & Safety repairs & upgrade to provision.   It was resolved to make a grant of £300 payable on sight of receipts when work is completed.
Nantgwyllt Church – Towards removal and renewal of existing plaster in chancel arch.   It was resolved to make a grant of £300 payable on sight of receipts when work is completed.

Rhayader Players – Towards purchase of new back cloths for stage.   Cllrs. Price & Stuart declared an interest & left the room.   It was resolved to make a grant of £400 payable on sight of receipt when purchase is completed.

St. Bride’s Church – Towards refurbishment of storage shed.   It was resolved to make a grant of £150 payable on sight of receipts when work is completed.

OTHER APPLICATION FOR FUNDING
Powys Youth Service - Rhayader  Powysxtreme Project - Summer holiday activity project 2010.   It was resolved to make a grant of £500 from the Recycling Account to be paid when requested after the event.

1st Wye Valley Scouts (Cubs) - Craft supplies & equipment.   It was resolved to make a grant of £300 from s137.
NSPCC – Support for ChildLine.   It was resolved to make a grant of £50 from the Recycling Account.
Citizens Advice Bureau – Support for the service.  It was resolved to make a grant of £50 from s137.

Parish Of Gwastedyn – Towards design work for signs on the Gwastedyn Church Trail.   It was resolved to make a grant of £1,000 from s137 payable on sight of receipts when work is completed.
