The Council met with Moc Morgan OBE & Mrs Julia Morgan of the Welsh Salmon & Trout Angling Association and Trevor Jones of the Rhayader & Elan Valley Angling Association to be briefed about the Commonwealth Fly Fishing Championships which are to be based in Rhayader in June 2010. Three further items of correspondence had been received:

a)  Compact Orbital Gears Ltd: a copy of a letter of complaint by the company addressed to R2K about a meeting in Talybont, Aberystwyth which was advertised in the Rhayader & District Newsletter.   The Company perceive this as a threat to their business and thereby to the livelihood of their Rhayader based workforce.   Noted.
b)  RDCS: Request for of support for their bid for Lottery funding for the proposed Community Nursery.
It was resolved to write a letter of support for the project.   The Clerk to write as above.
c)  R2K: Wildlife Tourism Working Group - notes from the initial meeting and seeking information on procedure for funding application.   It was resolved that Cllr. Lewis be appointed Council representative.  The Clerk to send information along with a suggestion if they so wish, they can apply even though it may be outside the suggested time parameters.
