County Councillor Wynne Jones (Portfolio Holder)  and Mrs. Jenni Thomas (Projects & Programmes Manager) of PCC Regeneration & Environment were in attendance.   Before the Council meeting commenced, members discussed the present situation and the way forward to achieve a position whereby Community access could be achieved independent from the Leisure Centre facility.   This situation is the stated aim of both parties which would include a management committee to oversee the running of the community facilities.   It was agreed that initially this role should be assumed by the present Leisure Centre Working Group.   RTC & the visitors agreed to undertake various actions.   It was indicated that to the future, funding received from the Community Centre/Village Hall Annual Revenue Grant by the Complex would be dependant upon a contribution from RTC.

MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES
4.3 Leisure Centre:   It was resolved that as a consequence of the above discussions £500 would be allocated to the Leisure Centre Consultative Committee.
The Clerk to inform PCC of this and the award to the Cwmdauddwr Community Centre.
4.2 (20th October) Crosfeild House update:  The Pinders advertisement for the home which blatantly described it as a site having potential for redevelopment incensed the Council.   Cllr. Lewis suggested that RBL’s actions should be exposed in the Press.   Cllr. Narborough informed that details had already been sent to the Daily Telegraph emphasising that whilst RBL sought funding from the public at large to provide care, they were prepared to sell off Crosfield House even to the extent of its closure.

It was resolved to write to RBL stressing RTC’s disgust at the insensitivity of advertising the Home as a “plot” and also to seek a reply to RTC’s letter of 23rd November.   Cllr. D. Evans has applied for further sale details from Pinders.

URGENT BUSINESS

Cllr. Lewis expressed concern that during the recent severe weather pavements in the town had only been cleared once, albeit very well on that occasion.  Whilst Councillors agreed it was indeed unfortunate that pavements had not been kept free of snow, ice & slush, it was recognised that throughout the period the main roads had been maintained usable due to the efforts of PCC.   It was realised that to ensure movement of supplies, public & private transport and emergency services it had been essential give  priority to this effort which, with a finite amount of resources, had resulted in cut backs elsewhere.

Cllr Narborough was concerned that pavers had lifted in the pavement between the Air Ambulance shop & the Crown.   It was resolved to assess the situation during the forthcoming “walk round”.

Cllr. Davies was concerned that no progress had been made to ensure that the public is made aware of the priority at the T-junction by the Elan Village bridge.   Cllr Curry will contact PCC.

Cllr. Curry to attempt to progress the matter.
Cllr Curry informed the Council that the provision of a nursery was still progressing.
