Prior to the meeting the Citizen of the Year 2010 trophy was presented to Edgar Price.  The Chairman said Edgar was extremely deserving of the award. He congratulated Edgar and thanked him for his outstanding contribution to the community of Rhayader for more than 50 years.

Carolyn Flynn, Caroline John and Shirley Jones of RDCS updated the Town Council on the large range of services and projects carried out by RDCS.   Councillors found the information very interesting and suggested that the scope of their activities deserved to be made known to the whole local community.

MINUTES TO BE AGREED   The minutes to be agreed were those for the meeting held on 23rd March 2010.    It was resolved they be accepted as a true record.

MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES
4.4  Five Year Plan:  Cllr. Williams informed that she had arranged that Bryntirion School would design the leaflets as a project.
5.13 PCC: Recycling Site – new agreement:  PCC requested that the Chairman sign the document and it be returned to them for their signature.    It was resolved this be done.

Appendix 1 items:

Item 1: Resolved Cllr. B. Evans would purchase & install a suitable sheet of plastic to cover the board.
Cllr. B. Evans to source & install board.
Item 6:  Cllr. Williams reported that Jimmy Lloyd advised that the stones be left to weather.   It was resolved to do nothing to the stones at the moment.

Item 7:  PCC were discussing the issue with the Trunk Road Agency.
Item 13:  A response received from KBS (see item 5.5 below) and the fence had been strengthened.

Item 20:  The new table (supplied by Caefagu at the same price as those purchased in 2007) was with Eli Jones.   It was resolved that it be placed on the area where there are no tables at present.

Cllr. B. Evans to show Eli where the table should be sited. 
Items 15, 16 & 27: These had been referred to PCC help desk by Cllr Price.
Item 17:  A reply received on 20th April by e-mail from Lloyd Lewis of the Dolmynach Community Trust declined RTC’s suggestion that they may wish to maintain “Leila’s garden”.   It stated that they had no obligation or money to enable them to take responsibility for the garden & seat.   It also  stated their belief that this land was given to “the Council” on the condition that they maintain it and the seat.   They

apparently do not know which Council was the recipient.   Councillors believe it was not RTC.    “Leila’s seat”  (which was considered unsafe by RTC & moved to the Cwmdauddwr Pound) appears to be 

unsuitable for repair.   It was resolved, in principal, that RTC would supply a replacement seat if PCC accept the responsibility to repair & maintain the beds etc.  Councillors resolved to delay taking further action on the matter  until the Garden has been refurbished.

The Clerk to establish whether the site is owned by PCC and request that they refurbish it.  
Item 26: The Dog Warden had promised to visit Rhayader.

REPRESENTATIVE’S REPORTS
There were no reports from Representatives.
4. AGENDA ITEMS

4.1  Refurbishment of area by Dark Lane car park.
R2K had supplied the requested quotation and associated information.   Councillors were eager to refurbish the board and were, in principle, willing to make up the deficit in funding of up to £617.   They had understood that Carad were to be involved in the project but no confirmation of this was contained in the received package.   They needed clarification of what exactly was to be provided for the stated cost of approx. £1,000.   They would expect to be involved in the design of the board and the approval process.
The Clerk to inform R2K of RTC’s decision & conditions & seek clarification as above. 
4.2  Leisure Centre split.
Cllr.  C. Evans said that the delay in reaching agreement with PCC was in part due to RTC reviewing the agreement schedule and wishing to have reassurance that the agreement to hand out tourism leaflets would continue and the telephone number on the leaflets would be retained.
The Clerk to seek reassurance as above from PCC
4.3  Bridge Lights.
Cllr. B. Evans reported that, having discussed the requirements with a scaffolding company, it became clear that due to H & S requirements it would be extremely expensive to erect scaffolding in order to retrieve the existing lights.   It was resolved to leave them in place. 
4.4  Allotment provision.
Cllr. Williams reported that RDCS had shelved the suggestion to create a Community Garden in Caeherbert Lane.  Councillors agreed that RTC should therefore pursue the possibility of allotment provision on the site.  Cllr. Williams volunteered to co-ordinate the project.

The Clerk to arrange a meeting between Chris Tully & Cllr. Williams.
