MINUTES TO BE AGREED  The minutes to be agreed were those for the meeting held on 8th April 2009.   It was resolved that they be accepted as a true record.

MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES
4.4 (18th Feb) PCC Costs:  Cllr. Curry provided information to the Council.

4.4 Newfoundland Festival 2009:  Cllr. M. Lloyd handed a letter to the Chairman, then declared an interest and left the room.   It was resolved that it would not be in order to discuss the letter since prior notice had not been given.   Cllrs Narborough & Stuart reported that along with Cllr. Lloyd, they had met with the organisers of the Festival.  The organisation & planning appeared to be very good but the possible level of amplification would mean that it would likely be hear over a wide area.   It had also been intimated that if the event is judged a success by the organisers, it could be repeated bi-annually. The proposed site had now been moved over the river and was therefore in Llanwrthwl, not within the jurisdiction of this Council.   The organisers had originally written seeking RTC’s “support & enthusiasm”.  It was resolved to acknowledge their letter but not to make a commitment.
The Clerk to write as above.
6.2 P2009 0321 Full: Residential development (10 houses) and alterations to existing access at Old Builders Supplies Depot, Cae Glas, Rhayader, Powys:  Cllr. B. Evans reported that as a result of the site meeting PCC had been informed that RTC were not in favour of the application, mainly on the grounds of the proposed relative height in comparison to the existing neighboring properties
4. AGENDA ITEMS
4.1  Social Services/Leisure Centre Consultation Document.
Cllr Narborough reported that he had received a copy of the proposed consultative document, which was presently Confidential and for RTC’s eyes only.

A report was received, from Cllr. C. Evans, of the meeting with officers of PCC & Social Services about the possible alterations to the Leisure Centre.   Cllr. Curry believed that PCC’s budget would continue to be reduced overtime and funding is needed in the short term.   Cllr Narborough considered that PCC were unreceptive to alterations which were require for community use.   It was resolved to hold a special meeting at 6.30pm on 29th May 2009 to consider the document & to explore the way forward which RTC should adopt.

AGENDA ITEMS (CONT)
4.2  Five Year Plan.  Cllr. Williams had received a quotation of £200 to supply compost, plants & labour for all 9 troughs and the planters around the Clock.   Cllr C. Evans said that as this amount was in excess of the stipulated £100 another quotation was required.   It was resolved that more colour should be added to the troughs.   Cllr Price said that she was willing, together with Cllr. Williams, to do those around the Clock if necessary.
It was resolved that Cllrs. Williams & Davies would produce a specification and obtain 2 quotes to supply and complete the work in all 13 receptacles..

4.3  Finance & Assets Sub Committee report.   Cllr. Narborough said that due to Cllr. B. Evans being unavoidably absent from the Sub Committee meeting this was not yet available.  Cllr Evans suggested that another meeting be arranged after he had been able to formulate suggestions for consideration.   Agreed.
It was also resolved That at the next meeting it would be discussed if the present limit of £100 before 2 quotes are required should be raised.
4.4  Town Clock.  Cllr. Lloyd had met with Huw Davies of PCC to discuss what needed to be done to maintain the structure in good order.   A list had been compiled but Mr. Davies required a letter from RTC requesting that those things be carried out before he could proceed.   It was resolved to write as suggested.
Cllr. Lloyd to provide the Clerk with the list so he could write to Huw Davies.
Concern was expressed about the misuse of the area adjacent to the Clock covered by chevrons despite it being illegal.
The Clerk to contact PCC & the police.
