ADOPTION OF MINUTES OF THE 2006 AGM
Cllr. C. Evans proposed that the Minutes of the 2006 AGM be accepted as a true record.   This proposal was seconded by Cllr. M. Rowe and agreed unanimously.
Councillor Ed Narborough, retiring Chairman gave thanks and congratulations to all his fellow Councillors for their hard work and support during his year of office.   It had been one of the most happy and enjoyable years of all the time that he had been a member of the Town Council.   In the year the Council had seen advances on several fronts, with considerably more successes than failures.   He looked forward to continued progress in the future.   He particularly wished to thank the Vice Chairman Cllr. Humphreys for his support, Sandra Betty for her press coverage of Council meetings and the Clerk for his support.

APPOINTMENT OF CHAIRMAN
Cllr. J. Jones proposed that Cllr. John Humphreys become the Chairman for the next year.   This proposal was seconded by Cllr. C. Evans.   The proposal was carried unanimously.

Cllr. Humphreys accepted the position, signed the declaration and took the Chair.   He thanked the Councillors present for their expression of confidence in him and particularly wished to thank Cllr. Narborough for his good work and the wonderful way he had conducted business during the last year.   He considered it an honour to serve as Chair of the Council and fulfil the office of Mayor of Rhayader for the forthcoming year.

Cllr. M. Lloyd proposed that Cllr. J. Jones become Vice Chairman.   This proposal was seconded by Cllr. M. Rowe.   The proposal was carried unanimously.   Cllr. Jones accepted the position.

APPOINTMENT OF COMMITTEE MEMBERS

ADOPTION OF ACCOUNTS
The Clerk informed the Council that the accounts were still with the Internal Auditor, Orlando Sargent who had said that his preliminary examination indicated that the Summary of Income & Expenditure now before them was correct. 

Councillors raised no objections to the prepared figures which were accepted unanimously.
8. URGENT CORRESPONDENCE

An invitation had been received for two Councillors to attend the launch of the Wye Walk Passport Scheme on 31st May 2007.   Anyone wishing to attend should inform the Clerk before the next Council meeting.
Appeals for funding from the Rhayader & District Chamber of Trade and Rhayader Town Football Club and invoices from Nick Evans and Martin Price for work carried out on the Council’s instructions had been received.   It was resolved to consider these items at the meeting on 23rd May.
Two planning applications needing attention before the next meeting were considered.   They were:

PR657900 – Advert: Display of  free standing, triangular plan information board, adjacent to footway, North Street Rhayader.
PR658100 – Conservation Area Consent; Removal of chimney to side of property (west elevation) and removal of chimney to rear of property retaining one of the flues with a 6 inch steel flue pipe, The Vicarage, Cwmdauddwr, Rhayader, Powys, LD6 5AP.
There were no objections to either application.
The Clerk to inform PCC of RTC’s decision.
9. ANY OTHER BUSINESS
Cllr. Narborough requested that RTC’s method of election of Officers be discussed at the June meeting to determine or reiterate the procedure.   This was agreed unanimously.
Cllr. Price said that the recent dance had been another successful event and thanked Councillors who had assisted.   Councillors were extremely pleased that the junior events were so well supported.   They congratulated Cllr Price and thanked her for all her efforts in organising these functions.
