This was the first meeting held by the Town Council after the local elections.   Both Cllr. J. Rowe and County Councillor R. Tyler had not sought re-election.
1. APOLOGIES: County Councillor K. Curry.
2. ADOPTION OF MINUTES OF THE 2007 AGM

Cllr. Williams proposed the minutes of the 2007 AGM be accepted as a true record.   This was seconded by Cllr. B. Evans and agreed unanimously.
3. ACCEPTANCE OF OFFICE OF COUNCILLOR
The newly elected Councillors all signed the Declaration of Acceptance of Office before the Clerk.

4. APPOINTMENT OF CHAIRMAN

The retiring Chairman, Cllr. John Humphreys, said it had been an honour to serve as Chairman and thanked all Members of the Council, the Clerk and Sandra Betty for their work and support through the past year.

Cllr. Narborough proposed that Cllr. J. Jones be appointed as Chairman for the next year.   This was seconded by Cllr. Price.   The proposal was carried unanimously.

Cllr. J. Jones accepted the position and took the Chair.   The Clerk explained that he was awaiting advice from PCC as to whether a separate declaration is now required for accepting the office of Chairman and Mayor, so it was decided to await their decision before signing a further declaration.

Cllr Jones said that it was indeed an honour to be appointed Chairman and Mayor, particularly as he was now the first mayor for some years to also be a member for the Cwmdauddwr ward of the Town Council.   He thanked his fellow Councillors for the show of confidence they had made in electing him to office.
5. APPOINTMENT OF VICE CHAIRMAN

Cllr. Davies proposed that Cllr. D. Evans be appointed as Vice Chairman. This was seconded by Cllr. B. Evans and carried unanimously.  Cllr. D. Evans accepted and thanked the Council, saying  that  holding an appointment on Rhayader Council was a special honour, even when compared to being Chairman of PCC.
6. APPOINTMENT OF COMMITTEE MEMBERS
Councillors were very appreciative of the work done over the last four years on the previous Council by retiring Cllr. J. Rowe.   It was resolved to write a letter of appreciation to her.
