The meeting was convened to discuss the implication of the sudden announcement by the Royal British Legion that it was their intention to put Crosfeild House on the market as a going concern and if this was not successful, to close it down.
Those present were unanimously appalled by the decision, particularly in the light of the recent statement that the Home was on target to meet the criteria stipulated to ensure its continuance.

As a major source of employment in Rhayader and the surrounding area, the closure of Crosfeild House  would have a drastic effect on the local community.

After lengthy discussions about the most effective action for the Town Council to pursue, it was resolved to seek a meeting with the Trustees of the Royal British Legion at the earliest opportunity.
It was also considered that it would be wise for RTC to give whatever assistance it was able in the search to find a buyer.
The Chairman thanked Roger Williams and Kirsty Williams for their attendance and for their promises of continued support in this matter.   He assured Lisa Hutchinson of the Council’s intentions to do whatever it was able to ensure that Crosfield House remained functional.
