APOLOGIES: Cllrs. B. Evans, J. Humphreys, J. Stuart, M. Lloyd, G. Williams.
The meeting was convened to clarify RTC’s aspirations for Rhayader Leisure & Community Centre and to determine the Council’s response to the draft consultative document. 
Cllr. C. Evans had compiled a paper for discussion which contained all the relevant information to hand on the various changes proposed by PCC and the changes RTC had suggested over time.

Considerable debate ensued on the effects that all proposals would have on both the Leisure and the Community aspects of the complex.
PCC had requested a reply on the draft questionnaire by the end of May.   It was resolved to inform PCC that RTC considered that the pre-amble was too long and that an extra question should be added thus:
“Would you like the Community Hall to be available for use, outside the usual hours of operation, on a regular basis ?"
The Clerk to e-mail RTC’s response to Sue Glenn of PCC as a matter of urgency.
A letter had been received from PCC in response to RTC’s letter outlining concerns about the inaccuracies in a newspaper article about Leisure Centre funding.  Three Town Councillors are invited to meet with PCC members and officers to discuss the issue.   It was resolved to decide at the June meeting which councillors would attend but to inform PCC that 3 Councillors will attend.

Clerk to inform PCC that 3 councillors will attend.
Cllr. Williams informed the Clerk that the plant supplier by the Lamb & Flag decided not to quote for filling the containers & supplying plants, compost & water retaining granules.  Cllr Williams was unable to contact George McManus but she had negotiated a fixed price of £140 from the original supplier for supply and planting in all 9 wooden troughs & 4 containers by the Clock.   Because it had not been possible to get more quotes and due to the urgency of the requirement it was resolved to accept the quote of £140 and have the work done forthwith.
